Even spiritual gifts like
tongues and healing are, at best, temporary graces. But love, says
Paul, never fails. So it is with all of life. We change. We grow. We
come together. We part ways. But love never fails, and love is the
only thing -- the only thing -- which makes life meaningful. Jan and |
may be far away; but we will never stop cherishing you and giving
thanks for you.

HOLY WEEK SCHEDULE

Palm Sunday April 9 10:30am
The service begins in the Parish Hall and processes into the Nave. The day commemo-
rates Jesus’ triumphant procession into Jerusalem and is marked by a blessing of palms

and a procession. This day the reading is from the passion Gospel from Matthew, Mark
or Luke.

Maundy Thursday April 13 Tpm
Thursday in Holy Week the church remembers Christ’s institution of the Eucharist.
The altars are stripped and any immovable crosses are shrouded. The name Maundy is
a shortened form of the word commandment in its early spelling commaundement.

Prayer Virgil begins 8:30p.m. and continues until 6:30a.m. Good Friday March 25.

Good Friday April 14 Stations of the Cross
The Stations of the Cross are a series of 14 pictures or carvings depicting incidents in the nar-
rative of Christ’s Passion, from Pilate’s house to the entombment, which are found around the
walls of the church. They are used in conjunction with the devotional service, The Way of the
Cross, in which the stations are visited in turn, with a pause for a reading, a versicle and re-
sponse.

7:00pm
The Friday before Easter we remember the crucifixion of Jesus. Special rites for the
day include a reading of the passion from John’s Gospel, a lengthy period of interces-

sory prayer called the Solemn Collects and the recitation of anthems recalling the sig-
nificance of the cross.

Holy Saturday April 15 Easter Vigil begins at Sunset

Easter Vigil is the central rite of the entire Christian year and a rich service that begins
in darkness with the lighting of the new fire from which the Paschal candle is lighted.
A procession of clergy and servers follow this single light in the darkened church
pausing three times to chant “The light of Christ.”
